Features

The MM DEBUT BASS 25 is a compact bass amp with big TONE. Combining two 
channels, Clean and Overdrive, and a 3-band EQ, it is the perfect bass amplifier 
for around the house.

Switch into the Overdrive channel and get killer, driven bass tones. Use the 3-band 
EQ to shape your tone in incredible detail – use the LOW, MID and HIGH knobs 
to dial in your ideal sound.

The Line In jack allows you to connect your MM DEBUT BASS 25 to a music 
device and jam along to your favourite tunes; it’s great as a speaker for your 

phone, tablet or PC / laptop.

A speaker emulated output allows you to get great tone into recordings or through 

headphones.

Start your bass journey with MM DEBUT BASS 25!
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MM Debut Bass 25 Front Panel

1. INPUT

Plug your bass in here. Always use a good quality screened instrument cable.

2. VOLUME

This controls the overall output volume of your amplifier. Turning it clockwise 
increases the volume.

3. OD (Overdrive)

Press this switch to select the Overdrive Channel. When the switch is pushed in, 

the Overdrive Channel is selected. When the switch is out, the Clean Channel is 

in operation.

4. LOW

This control adjusts the amount of bass frequencies in your tone, providing 

±10dB of adjustment at 80Hz. The low frequency output is flat at the centre 
position. Increase this control for a deeper, more resonant sound.

5. MID

This control adjusts the amount of middle frequencies in your tone, providing 

±12dB of adjustment at the specified frequency (8). The mid frequency output 
is flat at the centre position. Lower settings of this control will result in a more 
scooped, contoured sound. Increase this control for a sound with more ‘body’.

6. HIGH

This control adjusts the amount of treble frequencies in your tone, providing 

±15dB of adjustment at 5KHz. The high frequency output is flat at the centre 
position. Increase this control for a brighter, more percussive sound.

7. LINE IN

Connect the output of your audio device here. Adjust the player’s volume to 

match that of your bass to enable you to play along.

NOTE: The source is summed to mono through the amp speaker and stereo 

through the HEADPHONES.

8. SPEAKER EMULATED OUTPUT & HEADPHONES

This output emulates the tonal characteristics of a bass speaker cabinet and 

provides a natural tone for connection to a recording device or mixing desk, and 

for use with headphones.

NOTE: When a lead is connected here the combo’s internal speaker 

is disconnected.

9. POWER

This switch is used to turn the amplifier on and off.

10. POWER INDICATOR LIGHT

The power indicator will light when the amplifier is switched on.

1. MAINS INPUT

The mains lead should only be connected to a power outlet that is compatible with 

the voltage, power and frequency requirements stated on the rear panel. If in doubt
