Assembly

Assembling Cart 
1. Assemble the right leg assembly (S) and left leg assembly 

(W) to the crossbar (U) using two 5/16-18 x 4-1/4" screws 
(AB) through one crossbar end cap (T) per leg.                  
(See Figure 1) 

IMPORTANT ! : Orient the crossbar (U) so that the top 
side (rounded edges) is facing up. (See Figure 1)

3. Orient vertical mounting bracket (M) so that mounting slots 
are on bottom and mounting holes are on top.

4. Align mounting holes in vertical mounting bracket (M) with 
upper and lower mounting holes in display. 

5. Adjust vertical mounting bracket (M) position until mark 
made in Step 1 aligns with center mark in vertical mounting 
bracket (M). 

6. Select correct screws, nesting spacers (if necessary), and 
universal washers (if required) from the hardware bag (A-H) 
and attach brackets to back of screen.
