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FAULT FINDING

7. Turn the thermostat control slowly counter-clockwise until the thermostat
clicks off to set the running temperature. Leave the control in this position.

8. When not in use, disconnect the heater from the mains supply.

SAFETY SYSTEMS

The Devil 2850 has a thermal cut out to prevent the unit from overheating.

If the temperature of the front grille gets too high the thermal cutout will furn
off the heating elements. When the fan has cooled the unit sufficiently, normal
operation will resume.

In the event of the heater falling over, the tip-over switch will cut off the power

until it is set upright again.
CARE AND MAINTENANCE

1. Clean the heater with a soft damp cloth, Do not use solvents or abrasives.

2. No other maintenance is required, should you discover any problem with
the heater, return it to the CLARKE service department for repair. Store the
heater in a dry, ventilated place.
