3.3 Fence Operation
The fence can be moved forward and backward by loosening the two fence lock knobs.

The fence can be moved left and right rotating the handwheel after loosening the fence travel lock. Lock the fence travel
lock after choosing the right position. One handwheel rotation moves the fence approximately 7 mm.
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The fence can be moved quickly by releasing (lifting) the lock lever for micro adjustment (A) and extending the red slider
(B). To return to micro adjustment mode, check that the red slider is seated and engage the lock lever (C).

Warning! Always make sure that the lock lever is engaged and the red slider seated.

4. Setup
Approximate assembly and setup time: 30 mins

4.1 Fence Assembly
1. Insert the scale, with the desired measuring system (inches or mm) facing up, into the front channel of the rail.

2. Screw in the black stop stud into the hole on the right side. Tighten with a hex key.
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4. Loosen the two black fence lock knobs. Slide the fence on and tighten both knobs.

4.2 Fence Setup

There are several possible mounting positions depending on the model of the saw and desired fence location. Below are
two of the most common mounting scenarios. Mounting locations other than those shown below are possible, depending
on your specific circumstances.

Do not place the fence mounting bracket over blade changing slot in table.

If the large bracket extends over the table of your saw, it can be attached without the small bracket.

If your saw does not have mounting holes on the front of the table, holes can typically be drilled to align with the
openings in the mounting brackets.

Bracket mounting hardware is included for different bandsaws, but it may not be the correct hardware depending on
your saw configuration. Then, the material will have to be purchased separately.

1. Attach both brackets to the table using two bolts. Finger tighten the bolts.

Note: Do not place the fence mounting bracket over blade changing slot in table.

2. Make sure the brackets (B) are aligned and flush with each other, parallel to the tabletop, and approximately 50 mm
below the top of the table (A). Tighten the bolts.

3. Attach the fence assembly to the mounting brackets using four or five bolts (one bracket or two brackets). Make sure
the rail is parallel to the edge of the tabletop and tighten the bolts.
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4. Assemble the reference stop (A). Install the reference stop by sliding it into the second channel. It can be used on
either the right or left side of the fence. Tighten in place when utilizing it as a reference for repeated cuts.

4.3 Fence Adjustments

When the fence is assembled and attached to the bandsaw, check that the fence is parallel to the top of bandsaw table
(similar gap along the entire length of the alu fence). If not, follow adjustments below.

1. If the fence is closer to the table at the front (A), with a larger gap at the end (B), the fence can be adjusted by
loosening the four mounting bolts equally (or five if both brackets are used). With the bolts loose, tighten the two (or
three) screws on the right side using a 3 mm hex key to raise the rail, thus raising the infeed side of the fence until it is
parallel to the tabletop. Do not over tighten.

Note: If the rail and infeed side of the fence cannot be raised enough with this adjustment, the mounting brackets
attached to the front of the table should be raised.

2. If the gap is larger at the front (A) and smaller at the end (B), the fence can be adjusted by rotating the plastic set
screw using a 6 mm hex key until it is parallel to the tabletop.

Check to confirm the fence is perpendicular to the top of the table (90°). If not, follow adjustments below.

1. Slightly loosen the two fence lock knobs. Between the knobs are two set screws which will adjust the fence
perpendicularity using a 3 mm hex key. Tighten the top set screw to tip the fence right. Tighten the bottom set screw to tip
the fence left. Only one set screw should be contacting the fence for perpendicular alignment. When the fence is
perpendicular, tighten the two black lock knobs.
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4.4 Drift Adjustment

Adjustment Checklist:

e Make sure the blade is sharp and in good shape. A dull blade can allow deflection beyond the natural drift of the
blade.

e Use the widest blade available when testing and adjusting.

e Confirm correct blade tension.

e Confirm correct blade tracking.

e Confirm correct settings for all blade guides.

The fence can be adjusted for blade-drift by setting the fence parallel to the drifting of the bandsaw blade

1. Loosen the two drift locks. Rotate the drift knob clockwise or counter clockwise to set the fence parallel to the blade
and lock the two drift locks.
2. Place a test piece of wood (at least 250 mm long and 12 mm thick) against the fence. Make sure the side of the test
piece along the fence is straight and smooth. Cut into the test piece but do not cut through. Turn the bandsaw OFF.
Leave the test piece on the table. When the blade has stopped moving, inspect the back edge of the blade. The back
edge should be in the centre of the saw kerf, when the fence is adjusted properly. If the back edge is not centred, adjust
the fence by rotating the drift knob and make another test cut. Repeat until the back of the blade is centred.

4.5 Scale Adjustment

After the bandsaw blade has been properly tensioned and the fence has been adjusted for blade drift, move the fence
close to the blade. Using a ruler, measure the distance between the blade and the fence. Slide the scale to the same
measurement. Tighten the screws on both sides of the scale. Be careful not to overtighten the screws.

5. Maintenance and Inspection
Caution! Disconnect the machine from the power supply before maintenance and inspection.

Carry out the following tasks regularly:

1. Keep the fence clean.

2. Once per month, apply a light grease to the adjusting screw for drift adjustment & fence tilt (#20 in Parts List section).
3. Once per month, apply a light grease to the worm gear (#33 & 34 in Parts List section).

4. Periodically check that all nuts and bolts are tight.
