Installation Instructions

Risk of serious personal injury.  Turn the vehicle off and disconnect battery before installation.

Note:  If unsure about any aspect of installation, have the Horns installed by a qualified mechanic.

1. Prior to installation, turn off the ignition, 

shift transmission into park (for automatic 

transmissions) or reverse (for manual).  Remove 

ignition keys from vehicle and allow engine 

to cool.  Place wheel chocks on both sides of 

at least two wheels.  Disconnect the vehicle’s 

battery.  Make sure the engine and engine 

compartment are cool before installation.

2. Select a suitable location to mount the Horns.  

Location must shelter Horns from incoming rain, 

road water, and mud splash from under the 

vehicle.  Do not mount Horns near hot engine 

components or where it may come into direct 

contact with hot surfaces or moving parts.
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Note:  Holes may need to be drilled in the vehicle 

chassis to mount the Horns and 12V Relay.  Make sure 

no electrical wires or cables or any other obstructions or 

vehicle components are in the way of the drilling path.

Mount the Horns and 12V Relay to the vehicle’s chassis 

using Nuts and Bolts, (not included).  Point the Horns 

forward and slightly down for maximum efficiency.

3. Tighten Nuts to secure the Horns 12V 

Relay to the mounting location.

4. Make connections to the Horns and 12V Relay 

as shown on the Wiring Diagram using terminal 

connectors (not included) on all connections.  Pay 

attention to polarity.  For negative ground systems 

(most vehicles).  For positive ground systems, 

have a qualified mechanic install the horn.

Install a 15 amp fuse (not included) inline on 

the power supply wire of this item.  Using no 

fuse, or using an incorrect fuse can cause an 

electrical fire.
