Hold the binoculars in a neutral, observational position and rotate the two lens
cones [A) and (B) inward or outward until you see a single circle through the
lenses.

INSTALLING MICRO-SD CARD:

The power must be OFF when installing the included Micro-SD card. Make sure
the Micro-SD card [A] is inserted into the correct slot (B] with the printed side
facing down and the gold contact pins facing in. Insert the card until you hear

a click.

To remove the Micro-SD card you must turn the camera OFF. Once it is OFF,
simply push the card inwards to disengage the locking mechanism (the card
will pop out].

It is recommended that you use Class 4 or above SD cards with @ minimum of
4GB storage. Low speed cards do not suppart 1080p recording, so this could
result in lower quality video.
